Volitional Media Literacy
• …can help us assume a fair command of all the

potential that Web 2.0 provides:
– social networking,
– collaboration,
– self-initiated media production, and
– self-determination.

• a certain degree of autonomy as well as self-
directedness

• a feeling of being empowered in the sense that
media gives access to various modes, patterns
and ways of influencing other individuals, both
emotionally, rationally and socially—albeit
virtually—when logged on to the Net.

Example of Social Web in Teacher Education:
Wiki

• Wiki – an interactive website with a philosophy
of wikimedia (see Wikiversity)

• For a start, just create one wiki page which
describes the course.

• Change the concepts used in the course
description to hyperlinks which allow students to
define those concepts in new wiki pages.

• Again the new concepts used in the definitions
are changed to hyperlinks which allow opening a
new wiki page and the next definition and so
on...

Blog
